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Assam Governor addresses ACS and Allied service probationer

Guwabhati, November 7: Assam Governor Prof Jagdish Mukhi urged upon the
ACS and Allied Services probationers to maintain impartiality and incorruptibility
of administration as these two elements are the corner stones to enable all sections
of the people including the poorest of the poor to enjoy the fruits of governance.
